therapy

checks), children are placed in the care of relatives

e Adoption services are available for children who cannot be returned
to their biological parents

¢ Foster children who transition out of our care at 18 years of age
may participate in the Transition to Adult Living program—designed
to promote self-sufficiency

e Domestic violence services—from counseling to shelters
